              The team has always required showers after practice. 


   Wrestling and Soccer are the only teams that wash practice clothes every day.

Showers are now required before and after practice.  No other team or class is   required to shower or have skin checks 

All wrestlers must have a skin check before they shower.  If they have any skin             infection they report to the trainer.  The trainer can send the athletes to the doctor.  They can not return to practice or competition until cleared by a doctor.

In 2007, Dr. Hartley proposed to add another exercise room for the P.E. Department.  Bids were submitted, however, nothing was done.

Notes for history of program

Wrestling was one of the original sports in 1964 when WVC opened.

The P.E. facilities were opened in 1974 including a Wrestling Room = PE 11.

The new room was 50’ x 50’ with floor ma.ts and wall mats.

Classes in other martial arts were added over the years.  Other classes where students exercise on the floor were also added.  Other rooms – PE 8, 9, 10, & 17 are presently being used for floor exercise classes.
